Your Excellency,

I am writing to express concern over recent events in Tibetan regions of the People’s Republic of China. Both inside TAR and in other regions where Tibetan populations live, protestors have been expressing their views about freedom of religious worship, human rights issues and cultural freedoms.

The exclusion of journalists and United Nations monitors has aroused worldwide suspicion that actions witnessed in mid March towards peaceful protestors, which led to riots in Lhasa, have not abated. The Chinese government has the right and duty to defend all individuals and property from violence. At the same time international law requires that the authorities handle such crises in ways that uphold fundamental human rights and the principles of necessity and proportionality in the use of force.

I should like to request that any person detained after any demonstration have their whereabouts revealed to family and legal representatives; furthermore, secrecy surrounding legal processes and detention procedures inevitably arouses suspicion given the People’s Republic of China’s record with regard to human rights.

Especially, the beating and torture of monks and nuns, whose vows commit them to non-violence, is difficult for an outside observer to comprehend.
